► FINALIZE YOUR UNIVERSITY ENROLMENT 

 
• Receive your acceptance letter from Jean Moulin Lyon 3 University 

• Receive an email to register administratively at the university via the registration portal 

• Choose your courses according to the DEUF or SELF program 

• Get your course selection approved by your home university and Lyon 3 
 
 

 

 BEFORE YOUR ARRIVAL 

 
► ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES 

 
Check the expiration date of your passport/ID card. For certain procedures (Visa, housing 

assistance, etc.), you may need a copy of your birth certificate (translated and apostilled for some 

countries).

For students from countries that are not concerned with the «Études en France» procedure: 

the student should consult the website of the embassy of their country of residence to follow the 

visa application procedure. 

 

 
Advice: This process can take several months depending on the country, start it as soon as you 

receive your acceptance letter from Lyon 3. Once you arrive in France, you must validate your

BANKING PROCEDURES 
 

Check if your bank account and credit card can be used in France. Otherwise, you can open your 

bank account at any agency. 

 
Three documents are needed to open a bank account: 

• An ID; 

• Proof of address; 

• A certificate of enrollment or student card 

 
While waiting for a permanent address, you can sometimes use the address of the International 

Relations office of your institution. 

 
Also, consider international online banks which are convenient for currency conversion and ma-

king euro transfers without fees (Revolut, N26, Boursorama…).

• By plane: Lyon St-Exupéry Airport (30 minutes from Lyon by shuttle). 

Lyon is served by low-cost airlines like Easyjet. 

• By train: Part-Dieu or Perrache stations (in the center of Lyon). 

Tickets can be booked on the SNCF website. 

• By bus: Flixbus or Blablacar, very affordable prices. 
 

 

INSURANCE 
 

Certain insurances are mandatory in France:

⇨ HEALTH INSURANCE 

• If you are an EU citizen, you can use your European Health Insurance Card valid for the duration 

of your mobility 

• If you are a Quebec student, your RAMQ (Quebec Health Insurance Board) certificate is accep-

ted in France. 

• If you are not an EU citizen, you have the choice to either keep your private insurance if it is 

comprehensive, or to apply for social security affiliation at the nearest Primary Health Insurance 

Fund (CPAM) to your home for free.

⇨ HOME INSURANCE 

Home insurance covers incidents or accidents such as fire, burglary, or water damage. Inquire 

with a bank, an insurance company, or directly with the private residence managing your accom-

modation. 

⇨ CIVIL LIABILITY INSURANCE 

Civil liability insurance covers bodily injuries or property damage you may cause to another 

person. Proof of this insurance will be required to obtain your student card and to participate in 

sports. Most of the time, civil liability insurance is included in home insurance. It is also possible 

to subscribe to private insurance in your country that is valid in France. 
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PHONE OPERATORS 
 

Check if you can keep your plan in France or, once in France, visit an operator (Orange, SFR, 

Free, Bouygues Telecom…) to get a new number with a SIM card.

► MOVING INTO HOUSING 

 
If necessary, open a water and electricity account. Subscribe to an internet provider.

WIFI 
 

Contact an operator if you wish to subscribe to an internet box in your accommodation (Orange, 

SFR, Free, Bouygues Telecom…).

► HOUSING ASSISTANCE 

 
If you are a european student, you may be eligible for housing assistance (if you stay at 

least 8 months in your accommodation, see conditions on the CAF website):

This assistance is paid to you monthly; note that it takes about two months to receive it. This 

allowance is calculated based on the type of accommodation, rent, resources, and the student’s 

personal situation. To benefit from CAF housing assistance, you will need a social security num-

ber on your health card provided by the CPAM (health insurance).

NB: if you select the sports option during the registration but do not pay for it immediately, it will pause your 

registration process for as long as you haven’t paid (such as for getting your student card). If you select the 

option, we advise that you pay for it during your registration or as soon as possible.

 AT YOUR DEPARTURE 

 

► LEAVING YOUR ACCOMMODATION 
 

Write a termination letter. At least one month before your departure, you must inform your resi-

dence/landlord/agency of your departure by writing a termination letter. This letter must be sent 

by registered mail with acknowledgment of receipt. You can find letter templates online. 

 

 

► TRANSCRIPT OF RECORDS 
 

Your final transcript will be available after the jury of deliberation. However, if you need a 

provisional transcript, you can request one from the International Relations department once you 

have passed all your exams. Remember to ask International Relations to send your transcript to 

your home university if necessary. Transcripts are not sent automatically. 
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
